Recipients will be notified in late November via email. Please be sure to include your correct
email address and phone number. Scholarship checks will be made payable to the student and
will be mailed once the winners are selected. Copies of all scholarship communiqué will be sent
to the applicant.

Applicants who do not comply with all of the above stipulations will forfeit this scholarship
award.

Applicants are selected based on exemplary traits, including leadership, community involvement,
academic excellence, and responses to the essay questions. The information provided on the
scholarship application, including essays, (2) letters of recommendation, professional
headshots, and proof of verified/submitted application, will be used to determine the
scholarship awards.
